In the xx century the motorization of
fishing vessels and the use of
electronic devices developed an
industrial fishery that competed with
artisanal fishing.

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In recent years, however, maritime space has
become increasingly valuable for a multitude of
uses and a real race to hoard it has begun. Bennett
(2015) refer to “ocean grabbing”. This phenomenon
is defined as the involuntary transfer of property
rights from local inhabitants to outside interests. It
is easy to imagine that all these processes give rise
to conflict, and that social struggle often evolves,
certainly if fishing populations have limited options
to move into other, alternative occupations.

Other new limits

A growing new competition over
maritime space is due to the
implementation of OWFs.
